(1) The hazard must have been caused or exacerbated by the Presidentially declared disaster for which the grantee

received its CDBG-DR allocation;

(2) The hazard must be a predictable environmental threat tothe safety & well-being of program beneficiaries, as
evidenced by the best available data (e.g. FEMA Repetitive Loss Data) & science; and
(3) The DRRA must be clearly delineated so that HUD & the public may easily determine which properties are located

within the designated area.
